Security officers’ duties vary with the size, type and location of their employer. In
office buildings, banks, hospitals and department stores, they protect people,
records, merchandise, money and equipment. In department stores, they also
often work as undercover detectives to watch for theft by customers or store
employees. At air, sea and rail terminals, and other transportation facilities,
security officers also screen passengers and visitors for weapons, explosives and
other contraband, and ensure nothing is stolen while being loaded and

unloaded.

OCtech’s Security Certificate program is designed to educate students in the
diversified areas of security while increasing professionalism in the security field.
Interested students can advance into the Criminal Justice Associate Degree

program.
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All of the paralegal courses are

taught by licensed attorneys.

While lawyers assume ultimate responsibility for legal work, they
often delegate many of their tasks to paralegals. In fact, paralegals
— also called legal assistants — perform many of the same tasks as
lawyers. Paralegals may be employed by a lawyer, law office, gov-

ernmental agency or other organization.

Generally, paralegals do background work, including research to
identify the appropriate laws, judicial decisions, legal articles and
other material used to determine if a client has a good case. In
addition to litigation, paralegals may also work in areas such as

bankruptcy, corporate law and real estate.

Individuals interested in a career in this field must be able to handle
legal problems logically and communicate, both orally and in
writing, their findings and opinions. Because paralegals often work
with the public, they must be courteous and uphold the high
ethical standards expected of the legal profession. They must also
have a clear understanding of legal terminology, good research
and investigative skills and stay abreast of new developments in the
laws that affect their area of practice. As computers are playing an
increasingly larger role in legal research and litigation support,

familiarity with their operation and applications is vital.

Introduction to Criminal Justice 3-0-3

This course includes an overview of the functions and responsibilities of agencies involved in the
administration of justice to include police organizations, court systems, correctional systems, and
juvenile justice agencies.

Introduction to Security 3-0-3

This course includes an introduction to the philosophy and application of security. The protection of
personnel, facilities and other assets as well as administrative, legal and technical problems of loss
prevention and control will be analyzed.

Police Patrol 3-0-3

This course provides an understanding of the duties, extent of authority, and responsibilities of the
uniformed patrolman. Special emphasis is placed on patrol function-line activities including traffic
control and investigation, community relations, vice control, tactical units, civil disturbances, and
preventative patrol.

Constitutional Law 3-0-3

This course covers the analysis of the historical development of the U.S. Constitution and the
relationship of rights contained therein to the state and the individual. The application of the Bill of
Rights to federal and state systems is examined. Prerequisite: CRJ 115, LEG 231

Criminology 3-0-3
This course is a study of the various theories of criminal causation and control, the identification of
criminal typologies, and the reaction of society to crime and criminals.

Police Administration 3-0-3
This course is a study of the organization, administration and management of law enforcement
agencies. Prerequisite: CRJ 101

Juvenile Delinquency 3-0-3
This course includes a survey of the sociological, biological and psychological theories involved in
juvenile delinquency, modern trends in prevention, and treatment.

Criminalistics 3-0-3

This course covers an introduction to investigative techniques which stress the examination of
questioned documents, fingerprint techniques, polygraph examinations, firearms identification,
pathology, toxicology, ballistics, and clandestine operations.

The Juvenile and the Law 3-0-3
This course is a study of the juvenile justice system. This process is examined from initial custody to
disposition, both from an historical and modern perspective. Prerequisite: CRJ 101

The Judicial Process 3-0-3

This course includes an overview of the law-making function of the courts, the growth of common law,
the structure and organization of the courts, court processes and procedures involved in criminal and
civil cases, and the question of reform for the administration of justice. Prerequisite: CRJ 115, LEG 231

Police Community Relations 3-0-3

This course is a study of the importance of two-way communication between the criminal justice system
and the community to foster a working relationship to control crime. A variety of topics are studied,
including citizen involvement in crime prevention and police officer interpersonal relations.

Criminal Investigations | 3-0-3

This course is a study of the fundamentals of interviewing witnesses and interrogating suspects.
Different methods of conducting crime scene searches and methods used in investigating various
crimes are studied in the course.

Criminal Evidence 3-0-3
This course is a study of the established rules of evidence from arrest to release in the administration
of criminal justice. Prerequisite: CRJ 115, LEG 231

Industrial and Retail Security 3-0-3

This course is a study of the proper methods of reducing losses caused by shoplifting, employee theft
and industrial espionage. The proper use of security hardware such as alarm systems, CCTV and fencing
are also studied in the course.

Correctional Treatment 3-0-3

This course is a study of the methods of classification and categorization of inmates. Consideration

is given to various treatment plans and methods of rehabilitation programs. Particular emphasis is
placed on the practicalities and limitations of treatment and rehabilitation of offenders in an
institutional setting.

Correctional Systems 3-0-3
This course is an introduction to aspects of the correctional function in criminal justice, including
organization, process, procedure, and clients incarcerated and on conditional release.

Probation, Pardon and Parole 3-0-3

This course is a study of the development, organization, operation, and results of systems of probation
and parole as substitutes for incarceration. The philosophy and methods of treatment of offenders and
the operational problems and activities of the probation/parole officer are studied in the course.

Special Problems in Criminal Justice 3-0-3

In this course, issues are examined within the Criminal Justice community/profession which are of
special concern to students and practitioners because of such elements as timeliness, local concern,
legalistics, and other dynamic factors of such issues.

Criminal Justice Internship | 3-0-3
This course includes practical experience in a criminal justice or private security setting.
Prerequisite: 51 curriculum hours completed, specified GPA and permission of the department head

Introduction to Early Childhood 3-0-3

This course includes an overview of the history, theories and curriculum models of early education.
Emphasis is on current trends/issues, with a review of state/national regulations. Characteristics of
quality programs and professional teachers are explored in the course.

Growth and Development | 2.5-1.5-3

This course is an extensive study of philosophies and theories of growth and development of
infants/toddlers. Focus is on “total” development of the child, with emphasis on physical, social,
emotional, cognitive, and nutritional areas. Developmental tasks and appropriate activities are
explored in the course.

Guidance - Classroom Management  2.5-1.5-3

This course is an overview of developmentally appropriate effective guidance and classroom
management techniques for the teacher of young children. A positive proactive approach is stressed
in the course.

Exceptional Child 3-0-3

This course includes an overview of special needs children and their families. Emphasis is on prevalence
of disorders, treatment modalities, community resources serving exceptional children, the teacher’s
role in mainstreaming and early identification, and on federal legislation affecting exceptional children.

Family and Community Relations 2.5-1.5-3

This course is an overview of techniques and materials for promoting effective family/program
partnerships to foster positive child development. Emphasis is on availability and accessibility of
community resources and on developing appropriate communication skills.

Language Arts 3-0-3

This course is a study of methods and materials in age-appropriate language experiences.
Opportunities are provided to develop listening, speaking, pre-reading, and pre-writing skills through
planning, implementation and evaluation of media, methods, techniques, and equipment. Methods of
selection, evaluation and presentation of children’s literature are included.

Creative Experiences 2.5-1.5-3

In this course, the importance of creativity and independence in creative expression are stressed. A
variety of age-appropriate media, methods, techniques and equipment are utilized. Students plan,
implement and evaluate instructional activities.

Science and Math Concepts 2.5-1.5-3

This course includes an overview of pre-number and science concepts developmentally-appropriate for
young children. Emphasis is on the planning, implementation and evaluation of developmentally-
appropriate activities utilizing a variety of methods and materials.

Health, Safety and Nutrition 3-0-3

This course covers a review of the health/safety practices recommended for child care and includes
information on common diseases and health problems. Certification preparation is provided in
pediatric safety, CPR and first aid. Guidelines and information on nutrition and developmentally-
appropriate activities are also studied in the course.

Early Childhood Practicum | 0-6-2

This course includes experiences and opportunities to apply Early Child-hood principles and practices
in observing and participating in the care of young children under the supervision of the teacher.
Various types of child development facilities are used in the course. This course is required for Head
Start certification.

Principles of Ethics and Leadership in Early Care & Education 3-0-3

This course includes an overview of historical views on leadership in early care and education. Emphasis
is on current trends and issues. This course also includes a review of ethical principles as they relate to
children, families, colleagues, and the community and society. Characteristics of professional teachers
in early care and education are also explored.

This course is an in-depth study of pre-school children growing and developing in today’s world. Focus
is on “total” development of the child with emphasis on physical, social, emotional, cognitive, and
nutritional areas of development. Developmental tasks and appropriate activities are explored in the
course. Prerequisite: ECD 102

Methods and Materials 2.5-1.5-3

This course includes an overview of developmentally-appropriate methods and materials for planning,
implementing and evaluating environments. Emphasis is on integrating divergent activities in each
curriculum area.Prerequisite: ECD 132

Supervised Field Experience | 1-6-3

This course includes emphasis on planning, implementing and evaluating scheduled programs, age
appropriate methods, materials, activities and environments of early childhood principles and practices.
Prerequisite: ECD 237

Torts 3-0-3
This course is a study of the various classifications and functions of tort law, including intentional and
negligent torts, causation, proximate cause, and defenses.

Business Law | 3-0-3
This course is a study of the basics of commercial law, with emphasis on the formation and enforcemen
of contracts and the rules particular to the Uniform Commercial Code (UCC) and sales of goods.

Business Law Il 3-0-3

This course is an in-depth study of the uniform commercial code with special emphasis on the essential
of Article 3, commercial paper and Article 9, secured transactions. Business partnerships and
corporations are studied. Prerequisite: LEG 121

Legal Bibliography 3-0-3
This course is a study of the methods of legal research, proper citation of authority, use of legal
treatises, texts, reporters and digests.

Introduction to Law and Ethics 3-0-3
This course provides a general introduction to law, including courts, legal terminology, procedures,
systems, and law of society. Emphasis is on ethics and the role of the paralegal in the legal system.
